Pastor Kohl’s New Series 
1.) Hymnology. Today, July 29 in Adult Sunday School. The

“As Seen on TV” 
These words appear on many products to sell to the gullible items 

they do not need. Sadly some people trust everything they see on TV 
as some sort of stamp of approval.  

This Saturday, we will have a man who appears on TV often, 
speak at our men’s breakfast. However, he is definitely worth 
hearing. Come hear Pastor Willie O’Dell who appears on “Ask the 
Pastor” on Channel 26.

Young Adults Sunday School Class 
The start of this class for young adults ages 18-30 has 

been pushed back to September 9th. This class will be for 
singles people and young newlyweds.   



During a country church service, a man leapt up and cried, “Lord, 
use me!” The startled pastor tolerated the outburst and returned to 
his sermon. 

The next Sunday during the service, the same man stood up and 
cried, “Lord, use me!” The pastor again ignored the interruption and 
resumed preaching. After church, the pastor handed the shouter a 
can of turpentine and a scraper, telling him to strip the 
paint from several rows of old pews. 

The next Sunday, the same man rose in church. This 
time he cried, “Lord, use me… but only in an advisory  
capacity!” He didn’t yet understand that all labor can be 
used by God - in the high calling of our daily work.  

“Issues” 
Pastor Kohl started a series of messages on Sunday nights about 

issues facing us today. The messages shed scriptural light on many 
of the minor or major subjects we must confront. Last Sunday’s 
message was entitled, “Five Good Reasons Every Woman Should 
Dress Modestly” based on 1 Timothy 2:9. 
 

1.) For Protection. A woman’s clothes are her protection. 99% of all 
rapes are instigated by men according to the FBI. One million 
teen girls get pregnant in America every year. 47% of all teens 
are sexually active in America. That is a lot of fornicating going 
on! Why is there so much? Because of the stimulation of 
immodesty. Too many men cannot or do not control themselves 
when exposed to it. 

2.) For Respect. Men still respect women who dress in modest 
blouses, skirts, and dresses. Women should appear simple yet 
royal and regal. Psalms 45:10-15, “Entreat thy favor” in verse 12 
means respect. Women should dress and carry themselves so 
honorable that men feel unworthy of them. 

3.) Example to girls. Ezekiel 16:44. Girls look up to teen and adult 
ladies as role models. Usually each generation declines some in 
their standards. Everyone in an example to someone. Girls are 
watching the way women dress. 

4.) Spirituality of Men. Women were made to help men, Genesis 
2:18; 1 Corinthians 11:9, not hinder them. Women should desire 
to help men be spiritual, not sensual. Immodesty produces 
sensual men. We need spiritual men. 

5.) Obedience to God. All a woman should do is read 1 Timothy 2:9 
and say, “Yes, Lord”. That should be enough.
