Parking Lot Project

Job Completed
1. Put in 2’ offset stakes for proposed parking lot ¥

2. Strip top soil

3. Put in Grade stakes

4. Cut to dirt grade

6. Install catch basins & pipes for storm drain
7. Put in 2” Crusher Run up to stone
8. Put in final grade stakes
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10. Pave with Asphalt - 3” Binder
11. 1” Surface coat
12. Stripe lines
* Best Estimates so far:  3” Binder - $27,150
1” Surface Coat - 11, 123
$38,273
