Ms. Angela has been struggling with her health, 
making it necessary for them to return to the 
USA.  The Lord has used this, coupled with 
other family matters to make it apparent that 
they must remain in the States for an extended 
amount of time. On June 1, 2017 they will resign as 
missionaries.  While our heart breaks with this news, 
it is clear that this is God’s will for them at this time. 

Throughout their thirteen years of service they 
have invested their lives in the ministry. Now, all those 
years of labor has produced fruit. On May 7th, North 
Cebu Baptist Church began the transition that will 
make them a nationalized work. As the church 
becomes self supporting our role in the ministry will also 
shift. Our focus will be on the Bible College and starting new churches through the college 
graduates.  We are so excited to train nationals and plant new works across the country. 
Another ministry we will continue is Commonground Baptist Camp. We believe camp plays a 
vital role in reaching Filipino young people and we want to invest ourselves in this ministry.      

We thank the Lord for our time with the Lewis family. Looking back we can see God’s hand 
preparing us all for this moment. Though they will be greatly missed we are excited about what 
God is going to do in the Philippines!
